Actual projects at the RRWMC (to date of November 15th)

Satellite analysis of the forest stages in the watershed and portrait of the environnemental and socio-economic speakers
Funding : CRE-Gaspésie

Acquisition of a 2007 satellite imagery and analysis of forest stages by subwatershed. Development of a geographic and socioeconomic portrait of the territory (environmental players, municipalities, water related businesses, fishing corporation)

Eco-tourism Restigouche river
Funding : Ministère des Affaires municipales et des Régions, Emploi- Québec

This 14 weeks project will help the RRWMC to add sign and equipment on Restigouche river campsites. Signs related to the canoers code of ethic, picnic tables and toilets will be built.  This project will improve the cleanliness and the education on the river.
Atlantic Salmon survey – Restigouche River 2007

Funding: New-Brunswick Wildlife Trust fund.
The objectives to undertake are: surveys of Atlantic salmon smolt production from the Kedgwick River, surveys of Atlantic salmon juvenile abundance on the Restigouche River system and surveys of adult Atlantic salmon returns to the Restigouche River system. Made in partnership with Department of Fisheries and Oceans Canada.
Habitat and fish surveys
Funding : Charlo Enhancement Center, via ACOA and province of New-Brunswick.

The work of last year by the Council and the Charlo Hatchery has yielded significant funding to revive the operations of the Salmonids Enhancement Center of Charlo. Thus, the RRWMC is managing, in partnership with the Department of Fisheries and Oceans, a habitat survey and a more exhaustive survey of fish population.  The location of low densities and problems of habitat will guide stocking needs for the basin of the Restigouche and rivers of the Chaleur region.
